Bari — a new business destination for Romanians

Timisoara, 13 February 2007 — On 27 March, Carpatair will inaugurate the first flights to Bari. Starting with this
date, Carpatair passengers from Romania (Bucharest, Constanta, Bacau, lasi, Suceava, Sibiu, Cluj Napoca,
Oradea, Satu Mare, and Craiova), Moldova (Chisinau) and Ukraine (Lviv) can benefit from the connection with
the Bari flight through the Timisoara hub.

From the end of March, Carpatair will extend its flights network to and from Italy. After the opening and
successful operation of another 8 destinations covering mostly the north and central part of Italy, Carpatair
launches its flights to Bari, a destination situated in the south-western part of the Italian Peninsula. For business,
tourism or work in the Bari area, passengers have now at their service three flights per week, on Tuesdays,
Thursdays and Saturdays, that will operate following the schedule below:

With this new destination, Carpatair covers almost all areas in Italy, becoming the biggest air operator between
Romania and ltaly, offering 9 destinations, 42 flights per week, and 4500 seats.

Bari, next to Turin, Venice, Verona, Milan (Bergamo), Bologna, Ancona, Florence, and Rome (Fiumicino),
represent the most diversified air transport offer for passengers from Romania, Moldova and Ukraine and, at the
same time, offer the largest network of Italian destinations to any point in Romania.

For all its destinations, Carpatair has introduced IATA standard electronic tickets. This allows the passengers a
more flexible trip preparation. They can also present at the check-in counters only with an identification

document (passport or ID card).
