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Timisoara, March 8, 2006 – Starting with 28 March, Suceava becomes a part of the network of Carpatair 

destinations once with the opening of Suceava - Timisoara flight. Launching the flights from Suceava will 

complete the list of the 9 domestic flights already operated by the Romanian airline company headquartered in 

Timisoara (besides Iasi, Bacau, Constanta, Bucharest, Sibiu, Targu-Mures, Cluj, Oradea, Timisoara).
